Academic Attendance:

Students are expected to attend the school regularly on the days the

school is in session according to the published term dates.

Parents should ensure that student does not take leaves except for

inevitable reasons that too with a prior official permission.

Tele phone Calls:

Students are allowed to receive telephone calls from home once
a month; strictly adhering to the prescribed schedule. An incoming
call should be of 15 minutes only.
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· It would be during parent-teacher meetings that the parents will

be able to discuss their child’s progress with the teachers.

· Chewing of tobacco and smoking etc.  is strictly prohibited on

the school campus.

· Parents are expected to be well - dressed according to Indian

culture during their school visits. Ladies are expected to put on

Punjabi Dress or Sari.

· Parents are requested to avoid personal visits on other than

scheduled day. In case of unavoidable circumstances, please

take a prior appointment from the school office.

· Parents should avail visitor pass from reception office with an

official permission. Parents can bring their relatives, friends and

other visitors along with them to show them the school but prior

appointment for the same is necessary. Parents will not be

allowed to meet their children during such visits.

· Parents are requested not to bring any eatables, video games

and valuables for the students during their visits.



Fees Payment Schedule:

The first installment of the fees has to be paid on or before May
31, 2010. The second installment should be paid before October 31,
2010. The confirmation fees for the continuation for the academic
year 2011 - 2012 is to be paid on or before January 16, 2011; otherwise
final result will be withheld and admission to next class will not be
guaranteed.

Personal Expense Account:

The school requires the student to maintain a personal expenses
account - for miscellaneous expences. This amount may be spent on
the following items which are supplied by the school on chargeable
basis.

1. Uniform, track suit, PE uniform, night suit

2. General medicines

3. Toiletries and other items of daily use

4. Occasional expenses on outings, educational trips, fun
fairs organised in school etc. Educational tour is usually
one overnight trip to nearby important locations.

Money spent on the items mentioned in Serial No. 4 is called
the pocket money and it is taken from the student’s personal
account. A six-monthly statement of this account is duly sent
to the parents.
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2. Leaving Certificate / Transfer Certificate shall be issued from
the school office after the results of Annual Exams are released.

3. Leaving Certificate / Transfer Certificate, examination result /
report or recommendation to future school shall be issued only
after a no dues certificate is obtained from the accounts office.

4. Discontinuation for the next year should be intimated to the
school before 31st of December of the ongoing academic year;
failing to which the fees of the next term will have to be paid to
school.

5. Mid-Term withdrawal is to be informed minimum 30 days in
advance.

Parent-T eacher Meetings:
These are organised on the school campus twice a year. A schedule to

this effect will be conveniently sent.

· No parents will be allowed to enter the hostel building when

the academic session is in progress.

· Apart from the two visits during two parent-teacher meetings

and once in birthday celebration, parents are allowed to meet

their ward four times using a pass each time.

· No extra day and time shall be provided to the parents if they

fail to attend the meetings on schedule.

· Parents’ attendance is compulsory for these meetings (max. of

two members)

· Avoid bringing eatables for your ward during your visits. It is

strictly prohibited. In case of eatables are found, it will be

quarantined on the gate and Rs 200/- will be penalized on

personal expense account of the respective student.
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Bir thda y Celebrations:

· On the student’s birthday, her parents and family can call to
wish to their child. We appreciate if these calls are made
between 8 pm to 9 pm.

· A birthday celebration is arranged on any convenient Sunday
of the month.

· Four persons are allowed to attend the birthday celebration.

· Parents are allowed to attend the birthday celebration only of
their own child. Attending birthday celebration of other than
their child is strictly prohibited. One pass will be cancelled
and a penalty of Rs 151/- per head will be charged if any parent
is found doing so.

School Transpor tation:

· For Day Scholars: The school does not provide any
transportation facilities but private van operators do so for day
scholars. Parents desirous of availing transportation facility may
contact the van operators. No efforts for the safety of the students
are spared but the school will not be held responsible for any
road accident in which arranged transport vehicles could be
unfortunately involved.

· Transport facility (For  outstation students staying in hostel):
During the breaks and vacations, school shall arrange for the
students’ travel in the following manner :

· Rakshabandhan and Uttarayan Breaks: The school shall
arrange transport facility two ways i.e. both for dropping the
student and collecting from the pre-decided point in the student’s
home town as per the current home address mentioned in the
school record.
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· Diwali Holidays:

The school office shall only arrange for the one-way travel to
the student’s home town. Parents will drop them back to school
on reopening.

· Summer Vacation:

No arrangements whether to drop or collect the student are done
prior to summer holidays. Parents are fully responsible for these.

Note: Apart from visiting the school campus once after Diwali
and twice in Summer i.e. to collect and drop their child,
parents are allowed to pay one more visit as and when they
wish. During each visit, they are supposed to use one pass
for a day’s time.

Medical Requirements:

Parents / Guardians should provide a detailed health record of
the student. It is essential for us to know all the details no matter
how apparently trivial they may be. We also need detailed
instructions from parents on how to deal with any special medical
emergency if the student has any particular problem. In the event
of a medical emergency we shall do all in our power to contact
the parents / guardians immediately.
Students returning to school after absence, including vacation,
must provide details of any illness or accident occurred during
vacations/absence.
